1.1 Conalt and work with individud educiond ingitutionsto assess and evaluae thar
exiging athletic, recreationd and auditorium indoor and/or outdoa hardwood and
synthetic flooring systems found within gymnasiums, locker rooms, weight training
rooms, multipurmpose rooms and related facilities to determine and develop a complete
and comprehengve solution to maintain, repar, restore, renovae, resurface or replace
exigting flooring systems to a condition tha meets or exceedsfederal, state, local and/or
indugry standads

1.2 Assst and work with individud educationd ingitutions in planning, designing and
implementing a condruction program to condruct new facilities that meet or exceed the
ingitution@ requirements and indugry standadsfor that type of facility.

1.3 Acquire and peform the required site work to prepare the individud project site to
have the hardwood or synthetic flooring system ingalled. Such work may indude but
is not limited to clearing, demolishing, scraping, removing, filling, leveling, sanding or
condructing new, €etc., in order to prepare the sub-floor or existing floor to beready for
theinstallation of thefind hardwoodor synthetic flooring system.
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Perform the necessary work required to restore, repar, renovae an existing hardwood
or synthetic facility@ flooring system to goodworking conditionsand so tha it meets
or exceeds the indtitution® program requirements, manufacturer@ specifications
indugry standads and other govening agendes and organizations rules, regulations
and requirements.

Perform and complete any warranty work required in accordance with this solicitation®
requirements, manufacturer® ingrudtionsand specificationsand indusry standards
Offer and make available upon request the necessary produds and services for the
owne to make minor repars and to maintain the athletic/recreationd facility in good
condition throughoutitslife cycle.

Offer and provide the inditutiond staff with the training, technica suppot,
maintenance ingrudions supplies and equipment for them to propely opeate,
maintain and protect thar investment throughits life cycle.

7. Changeorders are to be avoided, if possible, since they often indicate poor planning. A
mutudly agreed upon system for establishing changes must be identified, induding
changes in scope and changes in compensation for the offeror.
